Our School
     Our 
school, which has 360 pupils, is called Perfect Park Primary. 
It is in Sillytown near Daftplace. Perfect Park has seven classes, from Reception to Year 6, with approximately twenty-one pupils in each class and fourteen teachers in total.

    The school was built in 1965 when there were just four classes but
 as the school began to expand, the school was extended in 1987. The building is a solid structure: wood is used for the walls and slate for the roof.

    Classrooms, which are meant for working in, have similar resources. 

They contain chairs to sit on; tables to work at and other, general pieces of equipment
. Computer, ipads and whiteboards 
are frequently used by pupils so they can enhance their learning.

     Perfect Park has a big, open playground
, with special sections for the infants and juniors. In the infant playground there are lots of shapes painted on the ground, like hopscotch squares and a map of Britain, for people to play on. In addition, there is a special area for sitting quietly. The junior playground has play areas marked out as well, including football and netball pitches. Alternatively to the playground, there is a school field which is used mainly during the summer.
     (The school has a large school hall that is used 
for assembly and some lessons, such as gym and drama. However, the main reason for the hall is eating lunches. Pupils can bring a packed lunch and sit at the back of the hall, or they can have a delicious, hot school lunch
. The dinner ladies serve this on long wooden tables at the front of hall. The rest of the time, the tables are stored in a cupboard.)

    Perfect Park school is a small establishment, with lots of resources, happy, fun-loving pupils 
and hard-working staff - could there be a better place to learn?
