Although both armies had 7000 men, William's army was, unfortunately, better trained and equipped than the Saxons. They broke the shield wall and we regret to inform our readers that Harold, our king, was killed in battle.





"I saw it happen. An arrow was shot right into his eye," said a Saxon soldier.





"Cutting off his legs was a step too far," said another.





Today, William, who is now known as William the Conqueror, has travelled to London and been crowned King of England at Westminster Abbey. It is an uncertain future. The death toll is said to be in the hundreds, and more are now starving. Harold at once gathered his army and marched South, ready to defend his people and his land from these invaders.





Just days later, the armies met at Hastings and the battle commenced. The Saxons fought valiantly, and the Normans struggled to get through their shield wall, but the Norman archers and cavalry men had a trick up their sleeve. Saxon survivors told us that the Normans pretended to flee, and slaughtered the Saxon soldiers who followed.








Yesterday, shock swept the nation as William the Duke of Normandy and Harold Godwinson fought for the throne at the Battle of Hastings.





On September 29th, William and his army landed at Pevensey, declaring war on England. Harold, who was fighting the Vikings in York, was unable to prevent the Norman army from the shocking and dreadful events that followed. Many were killed, homes destroyed and crops burned as the Duke's soldiers ransacked the South.
